Significant Rural Districts with significant sparsity characteristics

Attached is an analysis of the top 20 Significant Rural winners from Neil Benn's model. I have run them thro the same criteria as for unitaries and compared their scores with the R50 and R80 averages. They are colour coded green where they exceed the averages in terms of being more sparse. So Harrogate and Ashford are moreSPARSE than the R50 average in all 4 measured criteria and therefore may be considered to display more sparsity characteristics than some of our existing districts. Certainly, the first 10 to 15 of these authorities might happily listen to the SPARSE cause given their characteristics. There are another 10ish authorities in SR that gain less than £50k in Neil's model that I have not included - I would be nervous about approaching these as they are right on the boundary between rural and urban.
